OF WILDLIFE PHOTOGRAPHY

threatened, can be very photogenic. Learn to look
for this element in wildlife photography and you

You've checked your ISO, aperture, shutter speed andwill be amazed at the photos you begin to collect.

your exposure value all validated by the histogram.
You're ready for that perfect wildlife shot. However,
there’s at least one more element that can make the
difference. We all know that the ancient Greeks used
the four elements of air, fire, earth and water to
explain patterns in nature similar to the way we
configure the above settings in our camera to
maximize our photographic images. And, we know
that Bruce Willis had to find the fifth element in a
1997 film directed by Luc Besson.

In the case of wildlife photography, the fifth element
Is “emotion”. You can have all your technical settings
correct and simply come away with only a good
wildlife photo. However, if you can capture a spark of
emotion in the eye of your wildlife subject you can
come away with a great photograph.

Digital photography improves our odds of capturing
this fifth element limited only by the patience of the
subject and the amount of memory cards we carry in
the field. Capturing any emotion is never guaranteed
or ever predictable, but learning all you can about the

EARLY BIRD PHOTOGRAPHY

Given the number of our members who are interested in wildlife photography, birdsaolpgrl was enticed by

an article in the July/August issue®ifd Watcher’s Digest Siebenheller, Norma. “Pioneering Bird
Photographers.” Bird Watcher’s Dige¥.6 (2007): 66-72.

In the twenty-first century, we analyze photos to determine if they wereiggdging various software products.
We ask questions like “Do you think the sky was really that color?” or, “wasmné theelephone wire running
between those trees?” In the era of early bird photography covered in thishmpepaestion was whether or not
the subject of the image was alive.

While | do not mind hikemtssate parks and
national wildlife refuges, you will not find me using a bull carcass for a cdagmublind like the Keaton brothers
did in the early 1890’s.
