One of my favorite photography spots in  
Pulaski County is Two Rivers Park.  This 1,000-acre 
tract of land at the confluence of the Arkansas and  
Little Maumelle Rivers provides outdoor photogra-
phers with many photo opportunities.  Both Pulaski 
County and the city of Little Rock own the land and 
have developed trails for recreational use while  
maintaining natural areas.   

 
A 140-acre section of the 1,000-acre Two  

Rivers Park has been planted as a Garden of Trees.  
There is an abundance of white-tailed deer, rabbits, 
squirrels, birds, insects, reptiles, and various other  
animals that make this park home.  The park has 
wooded wetlands, open fields, and a garden plot  
section that the public can lease to raise crops. 

 
 Some of my favorite times in the park include 

sunrise and sunset for white-tailed deer and reptiles, 
mid-day for insects and birds.  I especially like foggy  

mornings any time during the year, cold frosty 
mornings and fresh snow during the winter.   I watch 
local weather reports and plan trips around these 
types of days. 

 
 Two Rivers Park is located out Highway 10 

West from I-430 North and Cantrell exit.  Follow 
signs towards Maumelle Park approx. 2.6 miles.  
Take a right on Pinnacle Valley Road at the red light 
just past Kroger.  Continue on Pinnacle Valley Road 
until it turns into County Farm Road.  Follow 
County Farm Road into Two Rivers Park. 

 
 Pinnacle Mountain State Park and Maumelle 

Park are both in the same area and should be consid-
ered when visiting Two Rivers Park.

PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE

TWO RIVERS PARK, PULASKI COUNTY, AR 
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Things are really starting to take shape for the trip, and,  
as I mentioned at the July meeting, here are some of the 
details for what I have found so far: 
 
Dates:  We are looking at going during the spring, in ei-
ther April or May.  We will be taking a 5-day trip from 
Wed – Sun and will be going some time during the 5-
week period of April 16th to May 17th.  We will vote on 
which week at the August meeting.  The reason for this 
time period is to not be in the crowded prime fall season 
of Oct and to  catch the blooming wild flowers and wild-
life of spring. 
 
Transportation:  We will be renting a van for anyone 
who does not want to drive themselves.  It will cost us  
approximately $90 per day for each passenger van we  
will need.  They are 15-person vans, but to make room  
for luggage and equipment we will be able to take 8-10 
per van.  This will run us (including taxes and  
incidentals) about $560 each. 
 
Gas:  This is a rough estimate, taking into consideration 
the mileage there and back and miles driven each day  
for activities.  I am allowing $350 per van for gas. 
 
Food/Beverages/Snacks:  We will be providing breakfast 
food each day (continental style) such as cereal, breakfast 
bars, fruit, juices, coffee etc.  We will also try to have 
beverages such as sodas and bottled water available.   
We will have some snack food, such as chips, trail mix, 
fruit for as long as it lasts to have in the evenings.  You 
will be responsible for lunch and dinners with the  
exception of a cookout or catered meal on the last  
evening.  This meal and what will be served will be  
determined at a later date by those going on the trip. 
 
Lodging:  We have two options here, as we can stay  
at a conventional hotel or we can book a luxury lodge  
to stay in.  Accommodations at a hotel (such as Comfort 
Suites) will run on average $110-$130 per night plus  
taxes for that area.  We can stay at a luxury lodge (such  
as the one that I showed pictures of at the meeting) for 
around $100 per night for each room.  This means if you 
are a couple then it would cost you $50 per night per  
person.  Or if you are single and wish to share a room 
with someone you could cut your cost this way.  Each 
room has a king-size bed and a futon that makes to  
a twin bed.  There is one room that has 2 bunk beds,  
so 4 individuals could stay in this room and cut  

cut their cost even further.  The lodge has a TV for each 
room, pool table, air hockey, darts, Jacuzzis, 2 decks over-
looking the back side of the smokies, full double kitchen, 
a big-screen TV and a 7-ft projection TV that we would 
be able to hook a laptop up to and have picture presenta-
tions each night! 
 
So at this point I am sure you are wondering what all this 
means as far as “What will it cost me?”   Ok, this will 
depend on which way we go as far as lodging, if you are 
driving yourself or if you are riding in a van, and the total 
count of people going, but here are some figures that 
should be pretty close. 
 
Single person:  Riding with us and staying at the lodge:  
$750 
Driving self:  deduct $150;  sharing room with 1 person:  
deduct $230 
 
Couple or 2 friends:  Riding with us and staying at the 
lodge:  $520 each 
Driving self:  deduct $150 ea;  sharing room with a 3d 
person: deduct $80 ea 
 
This is going to be an amazing opportunity for us to go 
and take some fantastic pictures on scheduled out-
ings/activities or on your own if you wish and do it all 
with people you know/would like to get to know.  Don’t 
pass this up, as it is first come, first served!  The lodge 
holds up to 12 rooms, and once it’s filled, it’s filled!   
 
If you signed up at the meeting, I have you on the list;  if 
not, then please feel free to email Patrick or Laura Fulks 
at clickartphoto@gmail.com and send us your contact 
phone number.  Let us know if you are either certain you 
want to go or if you are at least interested.  Anyone who 
has marked “interested” on the sign-up sheet will be con-
tacted before the deadline to verify participation.  We re-
quest that anyone going get us a $100 deposit by the end 
of September to reserve the lodge, an additional $100 of 
the total cost by the end of November to book the trans-
portation, and the balance won’t be due until the March 
‘08 meeting!!  How easy is that? 
 
We are looking forward to sharing this experience with all 
of you who are going.  If you have any questions about 
any of the expenses, costs, comments on activity sugges-
tions or anything else please contact us at the email ad-
dress above.

TIPS AND TIDBITS

 I’m going to try something for a while and we’ll see how useful it is to everyone. Each month I’ll list one or 

two or three tips I’ve gotten (stolen) from a magazine or web site or from some of you. It may even just be an interest-
ing link to a web site and it may not even be directly about photography. And PLEASE, if you have a tip you can give 
me, I want it. Even if it’s just to stop this nonsense. Really, I may reach a point where I just don’t have anything, so I 
need all the help I can get. Some of these tips may be old hat for some of you. But hey, we weren’t all born knowing 
these things. We had to pick them up somewhere. OK, here we go. 

 
 #1. If you’re working with almost any brush in Photoshop or Elements you can quickly change the brush size 

by using the bracket [ ] keys. Left=downsize, right=upsize. And shift bracket changes the softness of the brush or tool. 
 
 #2. Everyone thinks there are no layer masks in Elements. Well, here’s a link to a tutorial that shows a way 

you can use a layer mask in Elements.

There are several neat things there, and it’s not just for Ver. 4 
 
 #3 “Don’t tug on Superman’s cape, don’t spit into the wind, don’t pull the mask off the ole Lone Ranger, and
